QUALIFICATIONS FOR SCHOLARSHIP CONSIDERATION

. All applicants must be planning to enter a full-time, church-related vocation.

. The applicant shall be an active member of a Catawba Valley Baptist Association
member church, and the church must be in good standing within the association.

. The applicant must submit a personal letter (including his or her salvation testimony), 2
letters of personal reference (one of which must be from his or her Pastor or Deacon
chair).

. The scholarship may be prorated for part-time students. Full-time is generally
considered as 12 hours. Exceptions may be made on a case-by-case basis for Doctoral
or ThM students.

. Undergraduate recipients shall attend a conservative Baptist College and must maintain
a minimum 2.5 grade point average.

. Post-graduate (master’s level or above) recipients shall attend a conservative Baptist
college or seminary and must maintain a minimum 3.0 grade point average.

. Preference shall be given based on student merit and on financial need.

. Applicants are required to re-apply each semester for a scholarship. Re-applications
require 1) a formal notification to re-apply (an email to our Financial Administrator is
fine, brotherjeff@live.com), and 2) a copy of the previous semester’s transcript
(unofficial transcripts are fine).

. Scholarship recipients may be asked to speak at a CVBA church or during a CVBA
meeting to promote the scholarship program and to thank the association for its
support.

10.The CVBA Leadership Team shall have discretionary powers in the interpretation of the

above suggested qualifications for a scholarship.

11. Recipients will be notified each semester regarding their award.

12. Recipients who do not continue in a full-time, church-related vocation for at least

five years are required to pay back the full amount they received.
